Found Poem:
Procedure: Take words, phrases, and sentences from your novel and arrange them into lines and stanzas to form a new and interesting poem based on ideas and descriptions from your novel.
Create your own “found poem” with the following criteria:
· Minimum 20 lines in length 

· Your poem must revolve around a central theme or idea from your novel (love, identity, sports, mystery, dreams, justice, etc.) 

· Your poem must have a clear and central tone (the way you feel about the subject of your poem such as sarcastic, angry, joyful, relaxed, pumped etc.) 

· Your poem may contain examples of figurative language (metaphor, simile, and personification)

· Your poem may contain examples of sound devices (alliteration, onomatopoeia, repetition, rhyme)

Free Verse : Poetry written in either rhyme or unrhymed lines.
Write at least 20 lines for their own free verse poem.

You can separate your poem into stanzas if you wish, but this is not required. 

Free verse allows you to express your ideas with no limitations. The sky is the limit, so have fun and be creative!!!

Procedure:

Step 1: Brainstorm ideas for your poem. You can write about a character, an event, a conflict, a relationship, a description, a setting, theme, etc. from your novel. There many  possibilities !

Step 2: Begin creating images, phrases/ ideas that you can include in your poem. Put these images and phrases into a paragraph.
Step 3: Arrange the sentences into prose (lines of poetry). You’ve now created a rough draft of your free verse poem. 
Step 4: Now delete unnecessary words (especially prepositions—the, a, in, and so forth). Try to avoid using adverbs (especially words that end in “ly”). Give the lines in your poem a rhythm by experimenting with line breaks. Remember lines should end with strong words, ideas, or transitions. 

Don’t forget the minimum requirement of 20 lines!  Make sure your poem has a title.
